qua te  re l igion must  meet  the challenge of such a mystery and 
p roblem, and  he re in  is found a fundam enta l  point  of strength 
in the rel igion of Jesus Christ .  T h e  gospel ol Christ  recognizes 
dea th  as a fact, b u t  at the same t ime it sounds a clear note ol 
assurance and  victory.

T h e  key to this possibili ty of thanksgiving in the lace ol 
dea th  is found  in ano the r  Paul ine  phrase,  " W e  shall all he 
changed .” T h i s  t r u t h  is fundam en ta l  in vital Christ iani ty.  
T h e  t ransfo rming  qua l i ty  of the gospel in llii.s life is its 
p r im a ry  glory. H e re  and  now the sinful heart  can “ be 
changed ,” the power of sin can he broken,  fear of judgment  
can give way to peace and  assurance, and the soul be tu rned  
from darkness to light.

A n d  this same divine,  t ransforming  power reaches into the 
mystery of death, for in Christ  the penalty  of sin is done away, 
and  " the re  shall be no  more  curse." H e  is " the  resurrect ion,  
and  the  l ife” ; and because He  lives, we need not be l imited 
to o u r  poor  h u m a n  resources, but  can be partakers of His 
e ternal  victory over sin and  death.  " Through our  Lord Jesus 
Chr i s t , ” even the presence of sin and  all its accompaniments  
will  be banished  forever.

Surely, at  this Easter  t ime,  every redeemed soul should 
join in P a u l ’s t r i u m p h a n t  shout,  " T h a n k s  be to God.  which 
giveth us the victory th rough  ou r  Lord  Jesus Christ ."

Gracious prayers, in sp irin g  testim o­
nies. and beau tifu l singing produce 
pleasing results. M odest ap p are l, strict 
adherence to the  ru les of the  church, 
and regular a ttendance  to the  m eans 
of grace arc com m endable. B u t we could 
comply w ith all these an d  still come 
short when in  the  presence of the  G reat 
Judge.

'Fhe a ll-im portan t need is a thorough 
cleansing of o u r hearts. Are our 
thoughts, motives, a ltitu d es, and  am ­
bitious fully su rrendered  to  th e  cleans­
ing process of the  H oly Spirit? Does 
His blood free us from  all im purities, 
just now?

“ It shall be called T h e  way of ho li­

T h ere  is no escape. Wre m ust subm it 
to the cleansing process.

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OVER E I G H T  H U N D R E D  M ILES N O R T H
west of Sydney, in  the huge State of Queensland, 
is Quilpie, a sprawling little sheep and  cattle town 
at the end of the railroad. It is typical “out-back” 
in Australian jargon. In  American language it 
would be a frontier town a century ago. T h e re  is 
little to see b u t  kangaroo, emu, sheep, cattle, and 
scrub bush for hundreds of miles in any direction. 
Here a h u n d red  miles between neighbors is an 
easy jaun t,  and  ranches (“stations” they are called) 
are often a h u n d red  thousand  acres. T h e  shire 
itself (county  in American pa r lan ce ) , of which 
Ouilpie is the seat, is larger than  Iowa. In  this 
hot, wind-swept, dusty, and desolate wilderness are 
only 26,000 people.

On the stations families sometimes live in total 
isolation; in o ther places in  small clusters, often 
entirely w ithout school or church privileges, except 
as the m other may guide the children in corre­
spondence study, and  an i t ineran t  priest o r  “bush 
brother” may upon  rare occasion happen  by. Many 
of the men who live in town arc “drovers” who 
spend weeks at a time in the scrub with their 
cattle or sheep, the ir  wives and  children keeping 
lonely vigil at home. A nd  when they do come 
home, too often the ir  time is spent in the “p u b ,” 
drinking u p  their  earnings. T h e re  arc three spa­
cious saloons in  this small town, and they seem 
perpetually busy.

In some respects the town is quite  colorful. Herds 
of goats, the chief source of milk, roam the wide 
dirt streets. T h e  barking of dogs rends the air day 
and night, and  the signs, “Beware of dog,” are 
frighteningly frequent—especially for this preacher 
and his two s tudent helpers who try to do house 
visitation. But perhaps the outs tanding  boast is 
the fact tha t every house has hot water “laid on.” 
Few country towns have even cold water piped to 
each house, to say no th ing  of hot. B u t the city is 
proud of its bore which has tapped an inexhausti­
ble supply of boiling water 3,200 feet deep. Its

artesian surge brings it  to the surface at a pressure 
of MO pounds to the square inch and a temperature 
of 170 degrees. But the smell and accumulating 
chemical stains everywhere are reminiscent of 
Sodom and  Gomorrah.

So also are the sin and  spiritual ignorance. T h e  
people, though intelligent and literate, are in 
densest darkness about many of the most elemental 
facts of salvation. But they do not know it; on the 
contrary, our chief obstacle is the fact tha t almost 
to a man they claim to be Christians. Such is one 
of the b lind ing  effects of a formal church which 
allows the people to believe that infant baptism and 
nom inal adherence arc sure and sufficient passports 
to heaven. T h o u g h  they may never attend, and 
though they may live careless, godless lives, it  is 
still very difficult to break past the barricade of 
religious smugness to create any sense of real need. 
W ith  pitifully few exceptions, they are politely 
friendly bu t personally satisfied with their spiritual 
state and their easy, indifferent way of life.

Such was the atmosphere which Mr. and Mrs. 
Jack Straw found when they moved to Ouilpie over 
a year ago. T h e  Straws—he an engineering graduate 
of Cambridge, she a tra ined nurse and former hos­
pital superin tendent—had  been reclaimed and sanc­
tified in the little Church of the Nazarene at 
Eidsvold, where T e d  Hill is pastor. Shortly there­
after Jack accepted the position as shire mechanic 
at Quilpie, which m eant moving to this barren, 
seemingly forsaken town. But their object was not 
primarily to m end trucks and bulldozers, hu t  to 
mend souls.

A call to Christian service, suppressed and evaded 
years ago, now began to be answered. Ministering 
principally to the neglected children, who gathered 
for instruction at their home not only on Sundays

Inn in between, they gradually have been w inning 
the confidence of the town and  working their way 
into the hearts ol the people. Mrs. Straw obtained 
government permission to conduct a weekly class 
lor religious instruction in the public  school. O ppo­
sition IVoin the i t ineran t ecclesiastic, who never 
touched the town more than once a m onth , lias 
been bitter and determined, and  has succeeded in 
effecting a slowdown—but not a defeat. For God is 
beginning to put His seal on their  lonely, loving 
efforts.

Ih ro u g h  ilie visit of District Superin tendent 
Albeit ]>erg some months previous, and  the activi­
ties of this mission, plus the faithful praying and 
working of the Straws, there have been several 
sound conversions. A line young couple and  their 
thirtcen-ycar-old son, all three of high caliber, have

been saved, and  are now enthusiastically studying 
the M anual  a n d  reading holiness books. Some of 
the children have truly found Jesus. T w o  young 
m en in their  twenties, cattle a n d  sheep “drovers,” 
have been converted, and  are th ink ing  of college. 
An intelligent, attractive nurse in  the  local hospital 
happily and  tearfully said after f ind ing  Christ at 
ihe altar: “f have been trying to live r igh t an d  be 
a blessing in my own strength, b u t  have failed. 
Now I am a different girl.”

Unfortunately  no t all of these arc perm anen t 
residents: b u t  they will take the new light with 
them to o ther dark places, an d  several m ore have 
been left under  conviction and  inqu ir ing . T h e  
town has been sowed down with Nazarcne tracts. 
I t  is good seed and some of it, a t least, will yet 
bring a harvest. One family especially, cursed by 
d r ink  and other forms of sin, have been touched 
by the Spirit of God, as they have a t tended  and  
inquired. T h e  whole town has watched a n d  gos­
siped, some skeptically, others hopefully, saying,
"If  those Nazarenes can only he lp  D---- 1” A mighty
transformation in tha t home will spark a general 
revival. Let Nazarenes everywhere pray for Quilpie, 
the Straws, the new converts, and  this tragically 
needy family. May God be glorified once again as 
the God of ha rd  places!

to the Colossians

XII. ST. PAUL'S WARNING 
AGAINST FALSE PHILOSOPHIES 
AND HUMAN TRADITIONS

ST. P A L L  HAS JU S T  SPOKEN O F HIS G R E A T  
(onllict in prayer for the Colossians and  the 
Laodiccans, that they m ight no t be enticcd away 
from the faith by false philosophies and  hum an  
traditions. These lie now proceeds to analyze.

1. Beware lest any man spoil yon through  
philosophy and vain deceit. T h e  words “any 
man," being singular, doubtless refers to a par­
ticular person, an expression often used by St. 
Paul when he refers to an opponen t tha t  he does 
not care to mention by name. T h e  words “spoil 
you" are literally "lest anyone be your spoiler,” 
leading you off into error by his philosophy and 
empty delusion. T h is  philosophy may be sum­
marized in that (I) it has its source in the tradition 
of men. and (2) it is according to the elements of 
the world. These philosophies are constantly 
(hanging and never reach ultimate tru th . None of 
them are sufficiently comprehensive to express the

fullness of Christianity, and  therefore they are not 
according to Christ.

2. N o t  according to Christ. T h is  is the key 
word in judging the value of a philosophy. Stated 
positively, St. Paul judged every teaching as to 
whether it was “according to Christ.” T h e  Gnos­
tics, against whom he was writing, m ade  Christ one 
of their emanations; and  most philosophies make 
a place for Christ. But Paul d id  no t study Christ 
in the light of other things; he stud ied  all things 
in the light of Christ. T h is  does no t  dw arf  o ne’s 
thought, as popular sentiment appears to proclaim. 
Let a m an catch a view of Christ as the W ord  
reveals Him, and as the Spirit glorifies H im , a n d  he 
will have sufficient subject m atte r  to s tim ula te  his 
m ental powers, and  that as never before.

3. Ye are complete in H im .  Christ is the H ead
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A C C O R D IN G  TO SO M E A U T H O R IT IE S  T H E V A LU E O F T IIE  OIN T- 
inen t  used  to  an o in t  J e s u s  w a s  e q u iv a le n t  to a w h o le  year 's  in co m e  for  
a w o m a n  o f  h e r  day .  To p o u r  i t  all o n  th e  h ead  a n d  fee t  o f  h e r  Lord  
m a y  hat 'e  seem ed  to M a ry 's  f r i e n d s  a n  act o f  rares t  e x travagance .

S o m e  years  ago A m e l ia  E arharl  w a s  lost s o m e w h e re  over  the  Pacific. 
T h e  cost o f  the  g igan tic  search  fo r  h e r  a m o u n te d  to a q u a r te r  o f  a m i l l io n  
dollars  da ily .  T h i s  va s t  a m o u n t  w a s  sp e n t  d a y  a f te r  day ,  as several  
n a t io n s  jo in e d  in  the  search u i t h  a irp lanes  a n d  sh ips  o f  all k in d s  in the  
hopes o f  re scu in g  o n e  lost soul.  F ew  c o m p la in e d  because  o f  the  m o n e y  
spen t  in  t r y in g  to rescue  her.

D u r in g  m y  ch ild h o o d  d a y s  i n  W a sh in g to n ,  a l it t le  girl b ecam e  lost 
in  the  m o u n ta in s .  E v e r y  respons ib le  pe rson  in  all th a t  locali ty  jo in t 'd  
in  th e  s e a rc h . M e n  a n d  w o m e n  le f t  t h e i r  jobs, f a r m e r s  le f t  th e ir  p rec ious  
crops u n h a r i 'e s ted .  W i th o u t  s o lic ita tio n  a n d  w ith o u t regard  to cost th ey  
so u g h t  d a y  a n d  n ig h t ,  u n t i l  th e  ch ild  w a s  f o u n d .  N o b o d y  r e m e m b e re d  
the  sacrifice  o r  t h o u g h t  the  price  too great. A  l it t le  girl w as lost. It  was  
su f f ic ien t  th a t  by  th e ir  efforts  a n d  sacrifice sh e  h a d  been fo u n d  a n d  saved.

It  ta k e s  e x t ra v a g a n ce  to re scue  lost m e n .  T h e  Grea t  C o m m is s io n  
ca n n o t  be carr ied  o u t  w i th o u t  do llars  a n d  b a n k  checks .  T h e  fa te  o f  no t  
on ly  o n e  w o m a n  a n d  o n e  l it t le  girl is at  s ta k e — u n to ld  m i l l ions  to d a y  are  
lost a n d  d y in g !  N o th in g  is rea l ly  e x t ra v a g a n t  i f  a soul  is rescued.

A p r i l  first  is E aster  S u n d a y .  I t  is o u r  last o p p o r tu n i ty  d u r in g  th is  
q u a d r e n n iu m  fo r  all N a za ren e s  to j o in  tog e th er  in  c o m b in e d  effort ,  by  
g iving ,  to reach  a n d  save  m e n .

W e  w ill  all w a n t  to r e m e m b e r  th a t  it w a s  u n p re c e d e n te d  e x tra va g a n ce  
th a t  p ro v id e d  th e  m e a n s  f o r  o u r  rescue. I t  icas n o t  by  s i lve r  a n d  b a n k  
checks.  I t  w a s  not by  a iveek 's  sa la ry  or a y e a r ’s.

of all principality and power. T h e  philosophy of 
the world is empty. Christ has the pleroma  or 
fullness, and we are filled with His fullness through 
the Spirit. T here  arc no lesser intermediaries be­
tween us and Christ, as the Gnostics taught. Every­
where in this Epistle the t ru th  stands ou t that 
there is “nothing between," so tha t the weakest and 
most unworthy may come immediately to Christ.

T he  preceding verses have dealt with the ph ilo ­
sophical and theological positions of the false 
teachers, and St. Paul now turns to a consideration 
of their false practices.

•1. The circumcision of Christ. By this ex­
pression, St. Paul means tha t  circumcision which 
Christ administers in opposition to tha t of Moses. 
Lightfoot points out tha t there are three d istin­
guishing features of this higher circumcision. 
“ (1) ft is not external bu t  inward, not made by 
hands but wrought by the Spirit. (2) It divests 
r.ot of a part only of tlie flesh, but of the whole 
body of carnal affections. (3) It is the circumcision 
not of Moses or the patriarchs., but of Christ. T hus  
it is distinguished, as regards first its character. 
secondly its extent, and thirdly  its au tho r .” Even 
under the Mosaic economy, circumcision was p ro­
phetic of purity. “And the Lord thy God will 
circumcise thine heart, and the heart of thy seed, 
to love the Lord thy Clod with all th ine heart, and 
with all thy sotd, that thou mayest live" (l)eut. 
30:6). As the Jewish child was circumcised the

eighth day (or first day of the week) , so the 
Pentecostal gift of the Holy Spirit, which purifies 
the heart and fills it with love, was given on the 
first day of the week, and is available to every 
“ born-again” child of God.

5. Baptism. As the word “circumcision” was 
interpreted to mean that which Christ administers, 
or a spiritual purification, so we mav suppose that 
here also tlie apostle is speaking of the baptism 
which Christ administers, that is, the baptism with 
the Holy Ghost and fire (Luke 3:16-17). This 
baptism was also a spiritual puril ication, which 
marked the death and burial of the “old m an ” 
and the resurrection of the "new m an" into the 
full covenant pri\ileges of the New Testament. 
W ater baptism thus becomes both the sign and 
the seal of entrance1 into the fullness of the new 
covenant, through the baptism with the Iloly Spirit.

men. If he really prays, he iv ill take every  op­
portun ity  offered to help ansiver his oivn prayer. 
He w ill be a w itness to the saving grace in  his 
own heart and life, a w itness to  his fam ily, a 
w itness to his friends, a w itness to  those w ith  
whom he ivorks, a w itness to the stranger. This 
sp irit perm eating the hearts of those in  the pew  
is the sp irit of evangelism , which m akes the 
reviva l m eeting a success.

But the sp irit of evangelism  cannot be con­
tained in  any lim ited area. I t a lw ays reaches 
out to that neighboring tow n or c i ty , to that 
area of sp iritually neglected people. Yes, the 
sp irit of evangelism reaches around the world. 
You cannot go to m any of these areas, but the 
love that constrains w ill cause you  to  g ive so 
that others m ay go. To this end le t us p ra y  for 
the largest Easter offering for w orld  evangelism  
in  the history of our church. “Y e  shall be ulit- 
nesses . . . unto the u tterm ost part of the earth.”

THE SPIRIT OF EVANGELISM  IS THE CRY-
ing need of the Church today. Too long w e have 
associated evangelism  exclusively w ith  the re­
v iva list ivho comes to hold an evangelistic m eet­
ing in our church or community. A nd tru ly  
these evangelistic “efforts” should be a part of 
every live and ivide-awake church. The evan­
gelist who gives his tim e, heart, and soul to the 
w ork of the reviva l is an im portant agent in  
the w ork of any church; but unless he finds the 
sp irit of evangelism  in  the church to whom he 
m inisters, his preaching w ill be like one beat­
ing the air.

The sp irit of evangelism  w ill create in  the 
heart of every child of God—preacher or lay­
man—a desire to see a lost w orld brought to 
know the saving power of the Lord Jesus. He 
u ill  carry in his heart a crying prayer for dying

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THE REDEEMER'S CROSS

A n d  when they were come to the place, which is called 
Calvary, there they crucified h im  (Luke 23:33). For the preach­
ing of the cross is to them that perish foolishness; but unto  us 
which are sain’d it is the power of God  (I Cor. 1:18) ; l in t  God 
forbid that / should  glory, save in the cross of our Lord Jesus 
Christ, by w hom  the world is crucified unto me, and I unto the 
world (Gal. 6:14).

Christ is the central Figure of history. His cross 
is the pivot upon  which the destiny of the hum an  
race swings. Types, shadows, priestly functions, 
sacrificial lambs, ceremonies, and  oblations—all 
foreshadow the R edeem er’s cross. T h e  Old T es ta ­
ment points to Calvary. T h e  Gospels portray it. 
The Acts, the Epistles, and  the Apocalypse point 
back to the a tonem ent th rough Christ. I)r. P. F. 
Bresee well said: “T h e re  is not a text in the Bible 
more than three feet away from Calvary.”

See. from H is  head, I l is  hands, H is  feet, 
Sorrow and love flow mingled down.

Did e’er such love and sorrow meet,
Or thorns compose so rich a crown?

Some would say, “T h e  Cross is the religion of the 
shambles,” or, “A slaughterhouse religion,” or, “A 
mere martydom for principles espoused.” I hear 
the blasphemous cry, “ Intolerance!” But with Paul 
we say, “But un to  us which arc saved it  is the 
power of God,” and, “By whom  the world is cruci­
fied unto me, and  /  unto  the -world.” Praise be 
unto our wonderful Redeemer!

In the Cross we recognize the fall of m an and  
the moral turpitude of sin. Man is distanced from 
God by awful sin. T h e  psychology of the day would 
tell us the soul becomes the nerve center of the 
brain. Criminality is taught to be only the result 
of the impaired bra in  with a nerve basis and  dis­
torted cranial capacities, paralyzed intellectual and 
judgmental centers, and undeveloped emotional 
responses. It is godless psychology, an ti-supernatu­
ral, humanistic, materialistic, mechanistic, and u t ­
terly unbiblical. Away with such nonsense! Sin 
is the most obvious fact of the universe, and it 
is idiocy to deny its existence.

Man’s intellect is fallen. His emotional nature 
is corrupted by sin. His will is perverted, depraved, 
utterly wicked.

In the Cross we also recognize God's p lan  for 
saving us from our sins. “T h o u  shalt call his name 
JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins” 
(Matt. 1:21). Good, sanctified Bishop Joyce said,

"1 have preached the gospel around  the world, and 
it has always met the needs of m an everywhere.”

T h e  dying thief rejoiced to see 
T h a t  foun ta in  in his day;

A n d  there may I, though vile as he,
Wash all my sins away.

In  the cross of Christ we discover deliverance 
from inherited, inbred  sin. “ Knowing this, that 
our old m an [the carnal nature]  is crucified with 
him, tha t the body of sin might be destroyed, that 
henceforth we should not serve sin [the sin princi­
p le ] .” Note now: (1) W e know the carnal nature  
is crucified on His cross; (2) we know the body 
of sin is destroyed; (3) we know that because of 
this crucifixion of the sin na ture  and  principle, 
seeing it is crucified provisionally and  experim en­
tally; and (4) we know that henceforth  (from the 
m om ent of ou r  sanctification and throughout our 
earthly pilgrimage) we should not serve the carnal 
na ture  or sin principle. T h is  little word “not” 
overthrows the Calvinistic doctrine of sin rem ain­
ing in the regenerate. Believe it, and be sanctified 
wholly (I Thess. 5: 23-24) . T h e  German translation 
here is “ through and through.” You may have an 
internal sanctification. Hallelujah!

In the glorious Redeem er’s cross we also find 
ou r  message of good news, and the method for 
the world’s salvation, our everlasting hope, the 
song of the redeemed in heaven, and the center 
of heaven’s glory. Preaching full salvation is the 
message of the Church. T h e  evangelization of the 
world is our calling and  responsibility: "Go ye.” 
T hen ,  when the battles are all over, we shall wear 
a crown “ in the New Jerusalem.”

S A V A G E ,  D E A T H -D E A L IN G  W INDS DE- 
stroyed the Udall, Kansas, Church of the Nazarene 
on a Wednesday night in May of last year. W ith  
a lurv defying description, homes, churches, and 
schools were leveled In a tornado that literally 
“sat down" on the little town.

Hut on a day in February of this year 1 was part 
of a wonderful expression of Christianity in action. 
In response to Superin tendent Ray fiance 's in­
vitation, about fifty pastors and laymen converged 
on Udall to give a day in the build ing of a new 
church.

It was just tha t  the 
rebuild ing ol a church made it easier to see and  feel.

A part  of the ritual for receiving members came 
to my mind, “And there is co-operation in service, 
accomplishing that which cannot otherwise be 
done.”

the changeless power of the gospel. I though t of 
our Crusade for Souls, and ou r  missionary oppor­
tunities.

T here  were unity and love for the K ingdom  that 
February day in Udall. God gran t tha t  the romance 
of bu ild ing  His work in every' place will kindle 
the same k ind of unity  as pastor and  laymen work 
side by side.

LAST N I G H T  1 W E N T  T O  BED, B U T  N O T  
to sleep. Here is the reason: I heard  three mission­
ary messages by H arm on  Schmelzenbach, grandson 
of our pioneer missionary to Africa. In  his first 
message lie told us tha t  as a denom ination  we were 
giving about six dollars per person per year to 
foreign missions, or about fifty-two ccnts a month. 
He said we should decide after the message whether 
we thought our investment was w orth  while, 
whether we should increase it  or decrease it. T h e n  
very graphically he told the wonderful and thrilling 
story of the beginning of our missionary work in 
Africa—many interesting details tha t the life story 
of H arm on  Schmelzenbach does not give us. All 
through the late afternoon I kept saying to myself, 
And fifty-two cents per person per m onth  lias done 
tha t in Africa, to say no th ing  of the work on all our 
other mission fields!

That night Brother Schmelzenbach spoke again, 
and  this time he told the story of Samuel, one of our 
African preachers. I wonder how many of us would 
be Christians today if we had  been made to suffer 
as Samuel did for choosing Jesus!

T h e  next n igh t he told the story of a preachers’ 
meeting in Africa where eighty preachers and  their 
wives came together to get the fire in  the ir  hearts 
fanned into a brighter  flame. (Compared to us it

seemed to me they were already b u rn in g  u p  with 
zeal.) A nd  again I came home to p o n d e r  and  to 
th ink  w hat fifty-two cents per person p e r  m on th  
was doing on the foreign missionary fields.

A nd so I cannot sleep—for my m in d  keeps going 
on like this: Oh, wouldn’t it  be w onderfu l  if this 
year ou r  denom ination would b r in g  in  such a tre­
mendous Easter offering th a t  it  w ou ld  m ake every 
missionary on every field have a shou ting  spell, 
letting them realize that we really do care, th a t  we 
really do pray, that we really do give!

A nd then again I thought: Well, o u r  den o m in a ­
tion is made up  of districts, and  if o u r  d enom ina­
tion is to give the biggest Easter offering we ever 
have given, then each district will have to give the 
biggest Easter offering it  ever has given. A nd  
since districts arc made up  of churches, each church 
will have to give the largest Easter offering it  ever 
has given.

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The Virus of Sin
SOME YEARS AGO I H A D  A VIRU S INFEC- 
ti<»n. Since then, I have been interested in virus 
diseases. In studying them, 1 found tha t  there 
are many things not known about them; neverthe­
less, there are a good many things which are known. 
One thing that struck me about viruses was that 
they are extremely small. They  arc very difficult to 
isolate, because of this fact. T h ey ’ll pass right 
through the finest filter. Ft isn’t easy to understand 
just how small they are unless we notice some 
ot ihe figures which experts give. One has said 
that (hey are less than  1/125,000 of an inch in 
diameter; then the writer goes 011 to say, by way of 
comparison, that il a body cell were enlarged five 
thousand times it would be one inch across. O n 
the other hand, the largest virus, if enlarged that 
much, would still be smaller than  the head of a 
pin. In lad .  there are some viruses which if en ­
larged live thousand times would still be less than 
the po in t ol a pin. Certainly, then, we have a 
right to speak of viruses as infinitesimal. You can­
not see them through ordinary microscopes at all: 
it lakes an electron microscope to make them 
visible.

Another thing that makes it difficult to study 
viruses is tha t they are found only on living cells; 
you can't just grow them anywhere, and  some of 
these viruses are so particular that they won’t grow 
on anything but hum an living cells. T hey  are 

■ ■ !:ir indeed about where they grow. T h e  
common cold virus, for instance, will not touch 
anything but a hum an cell. These viruses are ra ther 
high-toned in their selection as to where they will 
grow and develop.

Another thing that interested me abou t viruses 
is the way they do their damage. First, they work 
011 the outside ol the cell, then they pass into  the 
cell; somehow they know the way to unlock the 
door ol the cell and go right in. Once they are in, 
they multiply very rapidly, and  finally the cell 
bursts—a kind of bomb explosion. T h is  scatters 
the viruses, of course, to other cells in that neigh­
borhood, and the process begins again. T hey  stick 
to the outside, then go inside, multiply, and then 
explode, or burst the cell. It isn't easy to control 
virus diseases because of the facts which I have 
mentioned. It is still not known exactly what 
viruses are, chemically or structurally.

1 he study ol viruses has suggested some rela tion­
ships between them and sin. Because of this fact, 
I have headed my article “T h e  Virus of Sin.” Sin 
is a moral and spiritual virus, and it is more subtle 
in its character even—more hidden, more difficult 
to fathom and understand—than physical viruses 
are. Sometimes it is very difficult to locate sin and 
find out what it is and why it has such a grip  on 
people.

T h e n  we th ink  of the virus of sin as being very 
“choosy.” It has to do with the highest level of 
m an ’s living, that is, his m oral and  sp ir i tua l self­
hood. I t  doesn’t directly have to do with the body, 
or, in a sense, with the mind, b u t  it  docs have to 
do directly, as 1 have said, with the m oral a n d  the 
spiritual man. Here is where it  docs its deadly 
work. Anyone who tries to minimize the danger 
and  effects of the virus of sin is certainly on the 
wrong track. Its work is more destructive in relation 
to the hum an  family’s whole existence th an  these 
physical viruses are, terrible as they may be and  
as difficult to discover and analyze as they are.

Like a virus in the hum an  body, the virus of sin 
spreads rapidly. Soon it gets a grip  on one’s whole

m anhood. After committing one type of sin, you 
will find it easy to com m it another. Also, the 
virus of sin not only quickly takes possession of 
the whole individual; it reaches o u t  to infect the 
en tire  g roup of which the ind iv idual is a part. 
In  other words, it  is highly contagious. I t  may 
even become an epidemic in the com m unity . M en 
are born in sin, and it is easy to fall in to  sin.

If I were going to preach 011 “T h e  Virus of Sin,” 
I d o n ’t think I could find any be tte r  text than  
Jer. 17:9, “T h e  heart is deceitful above all things, 
and desperately wicked: who can know it?” T h e n  
we m ight tu rn  from that to the terrib le  description 
in Isaiah, “Why should ye be stricken any more? 
ye will revolt more and  more: the whole head  is 
sick, and the whole heart faint. F rom  the sole of 
the foot even un to  the head there is no  soundness 
in  it; bu t wounds, and  bruises, a n d  putrify ing 
sores: they have not been closed, n e ithe r  bound  
up, neither mollified with o in tm e n t” (1:5-6). These 
scripture passages certainly bring  to us, in  a d ra ­
matic fashion, the terrible effects of the virus of 
sin, to both  the individual and  the social g roup  
to which he belongs. I am not surprised  that 
Isaiah goes 011 to give this w onderful exhorta t ion  
in the same chapter: “Wash you, make you clean: 
p u t  away the evil of your doings from before mine 
eyes; cease to do evil; learn to do  well; seek judg ­
ment, relieve the oppressed, judge the fatherless, 
plead for the widow. Come now, and  let 11s reason 
together, saith the Lord: though you r  sins be as 
scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; though 
they be red like crimson, they shall be as wool. 
If ye be willing and obedient, ye shall ea t the 
good of the land: but if ye refuse and  rebel, ye 
shall be devoured with the sword: for the m o u th  
of the Lord  hath spoken it” (vv. 16-20).
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O ne advantage we have in dealing with the 
virus of sin is tha t  we have a God who knows all 
abou t it  and  can destroy it; bu t  not so always 
with the virus which attacks the physical body. 
G ood physicians still are often baffled by its de­
structive effects.

What Is Repentance?
TO D A Y  T H E R E  CAME T O  MY DESK T H E  
February 1 issue of Christian Observer. I t  has in 
it an  article, “W h a t  Is Repentance?" by a Presby­
terian elder. T h e  t ru th  which it presents is so 
significant tha t I pass it on to you with some com­
ments. First, I quote  the brief article in full:

S T E P H E N  S. W H I T E

“I have never heard  a sermon devoted entirely 
to repentance except the sermons that are preached 
by evangelists. T hey  constantly preach on re­
pentance. T hey  preach abou t repentance because 
that is something that is bothering a lot of people 
in every audience tha t  they face.

“Many children when they do something wrong 
are sorry, b u t  they d o n ’t know what to do about it. 
It is probable tha t almost every paren t  knows this 
to be a fact.

“Many grown people commit sins, and they are 
sorry, bu t  they too haven 't  a clear idea of what 
to do.

“There are four steps in sincere repentance:
“ 1. W hen a person has committed a sin and is 

sorry for it, tha t is the first step towards repentance, 
but it certainly is not enough.

“2. W hen he confesses his sin to God and  asks 
forgiveness, tha t  is pleasing to God, bu t there is 
something else tha t  should be done.

“3. T h e  next step is to right any wrong that he 
has committed, as far as he is able. You remember 
what Christ said to Zacchaeus when he said tha t i£ 
he had done any wrong to any man, he would 
restore fourfold of the am oun t of the injury, and 
how Christ approved of him.

“4. T he  last and  most im portan t  step of all is 
an act of the will.

“T o  repent and  then  to have at the same time a 
mental reservation with the in ten tion  of com m it­
ting the same sin again is hypocrisy. One must use 
all cf his will power to tu rn  away from and to keep 
from committing the same sin again.

“When these four steps have been taken in all 
sincerity, there are great numbers who have testi­
fied that they have the peace of God which you 
hear the minister talk abou t a t  the Sunday morning

service bu t  which he fails to explain to you as to 
what it is.”

Th is  is the article on repentance by the Presby­
terian elder. It is a good one, and one tha t is 
needed. However, I would emphasize one other 
t ru th  which I believe the writer undoubtedly m eant 
to imply in his fourth point. Repentance must be 
accompanied by faith. “Now after that John was 
pu t in prison, Jesus came into Galilee, preaching 
the gospel of the kingdom of God, and saying, 
T h e  time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is 
at hand: repent ye, and believe the gospel” (Mark 
1:1-1-15). M an must not only finally tu rn  away 
from sin, bu t he must also trust God to help him 
realize his purpose in tu rn ing  away from sin. F u r­
ther, he must trust God to forgive him for his sins. 
T h is  will undoubtedly  bring about a divine in ter­
vention by means of which the individual will be 
born  again, or regenerated; thus he will become a 
new creature in Christ Jesus. He will know better 
than he knows anything else that a mighty trans­
formation lias taken place in his life.

Have YOU repented, and been horn again? If 
not, today “is the day of salvation,” “now is the 
accepted time.”

Isaac W atts wrote:
When I survey the wondrous cross 

On iwhich the Prince of Glory died, 
My richest gain / count but loss.

A n d  pour contempt on all my pride. 
W hen we think of the Cross and its 

meaning, it overwhelms us. I was p riv i­
leged to visit the sacred shrines of m em ­
ory in the Holy Land a few years ago. 
W hen we stood on the rugged, skull­
shaped hill outside the Damascus gate, 
which manv Bible scholars identify as 
the site of Calvary, I had to excuse 
myself to my fellow travelers. I fell on 
mv knees and the tears came unbidden.
I said; “() Jesus, how7 can I ever tell 
You how I love You and how I thank 
You for what You suffered here?” And 
then I prayed: “O Lord, please help  
me never to forget. H elp me never to 
get a wav from this spot in my thinking. 
H elp me always to keep Calvary's view­
point. 1 w ant to see men, always, like 
thcv looked to T h ee  when Thou wast 
pouring  out T hy  life for them .” I do 
not know of any experience th a t has 
helped me more. W henever I am in ­
clined to lose patience with those who 
seem hard  and callous and unconcerned, 
I rem em ber th a t it was for men like 
that, that Jesus died.

Jesus was p lum bing the depth  of 
hum an misery that day when H e died. 
If He was to help  us He had to “ taste” 
the bitterness of hum an suffering. H r 
would b r a "m erciful and faithful high 
priest." Because His body had never 
known the harden ing  effects of sin. His 
suffering was keener than  ours.

Jesus plum bed the depths of despair. 
“ My God, my God, why hast thou for­
saken me?” No one has ever been able 
to explain what th a t means, bu t in 
some deep and full sense Jesus was suf­
fering the pangs of a lost soul.

Jesus became sin for us: He who knew 
no sin. He took upon himself our guilt

and thus we go free. Because H e took 
the  sinner’s place, a th ief who hung  
on one of the  crosses beside H im  got 
a pardoning  welcome in to  paradise.

A judge was called upon to try a 
case which involved a boyhood class­
mate. Someone who was sitting  in the 
court and knew the circumstances, said, 
sarcastically, “ I thought this was su p ­
posed to be a court of justice. T h a t 
m an will just receive a favor from his 
friend.” It was a m inor offense and the 
judge himself was to act on it. After 
the evidence was presented the judge 
found him  guilty and passed sentence 
upon him  which involved a fine. T h e  
spectator was somewhat taken aback but 
h r  rcgainrd himself and said. “W hat

good does it do for a m an to have a 
friend  if he forgets him  when he gets 
in to  trouble?” I t  was evident th a t the 
defendant was down on his luck. His 
clothes were shabby and he stood there, 
the p icture  of hopelessness. T h e  judge 
stepped down from  the bench and  took 
him  by the  hand. “John . I am sorry. 
I could no t set you free. T h e  evidence 
was too unquestionable.” But then  the 
judge took ou t his billfold and paid  the 
fine.

(F IR S T  C O R IN T H IA N S  13) 

M onday:
“T hou  shalt love thy ne ig h b o u r as 

thyself”—the one law w hich everybody 
admires, praises, a n d —neglects, o r at 
best fails to explore. T h e  law which 
everyone wishes everybody else w ould 
follow. As sure and  as basic in  the
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world of persons as is tlic law of gravi­
tation  in  the  world of n a tu re , Jesus ra ted  
it high. I suggest vve look it in the 
face.

Tuesday:
T hou  shall love thy neighbor in  deeds 

—most of us nod o u r heads. Act justly; 
don't cheat h im —he, too, is a person. 
Act helpfully; push h im  ahead  when 
you see, or can m ake, an opportun ity . 
W herever you would say. "T hank  you." 
you can be sure lie will.

W ednesday:
T hou shall love thy neighbor in 

words. Speak honestly. Let him  know 
he can depend on your word. Speak 
strongly; dare  tell the tru th  to him  when 
others would tell it about  him . And be 
silent strongly; listen to his secrets and 
bury them. A trustw orthy  friend is an 
anchor to windward.

Thursday:
Love him  in words. Speak kindly; to 

him when his h eart is sore: of him  
when others would laugh a t his ex­
pense. or when Ihe clever twist you 
could g i\e  a story w ould win you a 
reputation bu t ru in  him . A good name 
is worth m ore th an  m illions. Don't be 
a thief.

Friday:
But the golden ru le  takes us farther. 

Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself 
in thought. T h in k  generously: “Love 
envieth not.” Practice being glad a t his 
successes and prom otions (one omission 
here will h u rl you m ore th an  it does 
h im ), and start an endless chain of good 
will. One of hum anity ’s sorest needs is 
someone who will share th e ir jovs w ith ­
out envying.

Saturday:
Think purely: “Love th inke th  110 

evil.” Practice p u ttin g  the  best con­
struction on your neighbor’s words and 
ways. (You know your motives often 
look far different when they get into 
action from what you in tended or re a l­
ize.) Give him the benefit of the  doub t 
—sincerely in your thinking. T ru stin g  
him will make him w orthy to be trusted: 
you know how it works w ith you.

One m om ent’s 
"How would I feel?” will b ring  him  
into sharp relief. “Love never fa ileth .”

“Do everything loving th a t comes to  
your mind in prayer.”* Emphasize both 
words: "loving” first, then  “do.” T h e  
love is supplied us in the gift of the 
Spirit; the working out is ou r job. It 
will keep us all busy.

A  recen t  le t te r  ind ica tes  tha t  a reader  o[ the  "H era ld  o f  Holiness"  does no t  
accept the  s ta te m e n t  as to the  s igns  o f  sanctif ication  w h ich  appeared  o n  the  
ed itor ia l  pages in  the issue o f  F eb ru a ry  ft. T h e  w r i t e r  sees n o th in g  m o re  in  
these  s igns  than  pro o f  of sa lvation .  O f  the  first s ig n — "such as are sanctif ied  
c a n  r e m e m b e r  a t im e  w h e n  th e y  w e re  u n sa n c t i f ied ”— she says:  “O f course,  
e v e ry  person  w h o  h a s  been  saved  can easi ly  r e m e m b e r  the  t im e  be fore  he  
cam e  to Ihe w o n d e r fu l  e xp er ien ce  o f  salt a t ion, so w e  cannot consider  this a 
sign o f  sanctif ication ."

C .crlainh. the sa\ed  can rem em ber 
when thev were sinners. However, til is 
does not prove th a t there  is no such 
experience as entire  sanctification. A l­
ter a  person is saved, he still has the 
sin n a tu re  w ithin. Then when he gels

lid  of il by the baptism  with the Holy 
Spirit, he can rem em ber when lie, as 
a saved person, had l!ie carnal m ind, 
which he does not now have, fu r th e r , 
this is a sign th a t he  has been sancti­
fied whollv.

O f Ihe second  sign, “T h e  H oly  G hos t  w h ic h  d w e l lc th  in us,” the  w r i te r  o f  the  
a b o ve  le t ter  says  th a t  a cc o rd in g  to Ihe Hible there  is no  sa lvu lion  apart  f ro m  
re c e iv in g  th e  H o ly  Ghost.

T his is a half tru th  by which one 
can easily be dereived. It is one th ing
lo quote  scriptures to prove that il is 
ihe Holy Spirit who saves, b u t it is 
q u ite  ano ther to claim on ihe basis of 
these scriptures that those persons who 
have been born  again are sanctified 
wholly, or have the fullness of ihe 
Spirit. T h e  Bible now here talks about 
the saved being filled with the Spirit

of God. Jesus in John 11:17 says that 
ihe Holv Spirit is xcitli them  but noi 
in them . Also, on the Day of I'entecosi 
those who had tarried  in the U pper 
Room for ten days were all filled with 
the llo lv  Spirit. T hey were not a com­
pany of sinners who were tarrying in 
the U pper Room . They had been born 
of the Spirit bu t not baptized with 
Him.

I t  is charged  th a t  th e  th ird  s ign— a n t ip a th y  a g a in s t  s in — is t ru e  o f  llie saved.  
T h ere fo re ,  it is no t  a sign o f  sanctif ica t ion  b u t  o f  convers ion .  T h e n  the  w r i t e r  
c on tinues:  “I  have  been born  again  a n d  I h a r e  a n  a n t ip a th y  fo r  s in .  Old  
th in g s  h a v e  passed  a w a y  a n d  behold  all th in g s  h a v e  b ecom e  new .  I  n o w  ha le  
Ihe th in g s  I once  loved .”

I would not deny what is said. Never 
theless, the  an tipa thy  against sin is in ­
tensified when the old m an of sin, the 
condition w ithin, which every m an has 
because he is a part of a fallen race, is 
< leansed away. It should be added that 
there  is 110 C hristian church which 
claims th a t a person gets en tire  sancti­
fication when he gets saved. T hey may 
not agree with the C hurch of the Naza- 
rene as to when this sin n a tu re  is d e ­

stroyed, bu t they are ready to adm it 
that it is not when a sinner is saved. 
More than  that, I believe th a t all Chris­
tian chttrd ies would be ready to adm it 
th a t when a m an is sanctified he does 
have more an tipa thy  for sin than  be­
fore, o r just as a saved person. T h is is 
no doubt what the au th o r of these signs 
of sanctification had in m ind when he 
>’a \e  us this th ird  one.

T h e  fo u r th  sign , th a t  th e  sanctif ied  l ive  on  the  level o f  love, is re jec ted  also. 
I t  is c la im e d  th a t  the  sa ved  o b e y  God f r o m  a heart  fil led w i th  love  to God,  
a n d  th u s  there  is no place fo r  en t i re  sanctif ication.

T hey have come to the place where, 
as A ugustine said, they “ love God and 
do as they please” because they please 
to do God's will. T h e  two great com­
m andm ents which summarize the law 
are that we love God with all of our 
hearts and our neighbor as ourselves 
(M att. 22:34-40). I his perfect love 
which the Christian gets when he is 
sanctified is described in I John 1:16-18.

T h e  fif th  sign, a w e ll-ordered  life. “ ‘Be  ye  h o ly  i n  all m a n n e r  o f  conversa t ion .’ 
W h e re  Ihe heart is sanctif ied .  Ihe l i fe  w i l l  be so too: the  tem p le  had  gold  
w i th o u t  as well  as w i th in .” A l l  o f  th is  is t ru e  o f  the  saved, the w r i t e r  o f  the  
l e t ter  says.

T h e  saved live above deliberate sin, in those who are sanctified and this 
bu t they do not live such a life as \ic- change cannot help bu t make its influ- 
toriously as the sanctified. The concept cure felt in the practice of holy living, 
of holy living is enlarged and intensified

T h ere  is 110 doubt bu t that the  love 
of God comes in to  the  h eart th a t is 
saved, b u t it. does not possess fullness 
of love, o r perfect love. T h e  saved pe r­
son follows God largely from a sense 
of duty and not love, while the sancti­
fied do Ilis  will because they deligh t in 
it. G od’s law has been w ritten  on their 
hearts. T hey have the "indeed free­
dom ” which John speaks of in 1:.%.

Essentials for Revival
T H IS IS T H E  T IM E  OF T H E  YEAR 
when o ur churches are  hav ing  their 
spring revivals. T h e re  is a feeling of 
expectancy as the  d a te  for th e  revival 
m eeting draws near. W ill this m eeting 
be just ano th e r evangelistic cam paign, 
or will it be a tim e of genu ine  revival 
with sinners converted, backsliders re ­
claimed, believers sanctified, and new 
converts b rough t in to  th e  church? We 
can have revival in o u r churches todav

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i£ the conditions for revival are met. 
T here  m ust be a oneness of desire, 
prayer, and  effort upon  the  pa rt of the 
church th rough  which the Holy Spirit 
may work in  b ringing ab o u t revival.

Unity of Purpose.  A oneness of long­
ing and desire to really have the Holy 
Spirit upon the  hearts of m en and 
women in salvation is a prerequisite  to 
revival. C ertainly if the  people are 
more interested in th e ir  own conven­
ience than  in  the salvation of souls, 
there will no t be revival. T h e  will of 
God and the  salvation of m en m ust be 
our prim ary purpose.

Unity of Faith.  N ot only m ust there 
be a suprem e longing for revival, bu t 
there m ust be a oneness of fa ith  that 
the conditions have been m et, prayer 
is being answered, and revival is coming. 
There is no com m unity and no situation  
that is too hard  for God. Any church 
can have revival today.

Unity of Prayer. In  this day of full 
schedules and fast tran sporta tion  it

seems th a t we have less tim e than  ever 
before, yet i t  rem ains true  th a t there 
is no short cut to revival. Believing, 
persistent, intercessory prayer that lays 
hold of the prom ises of God for the 
salvation of souls is necessary for re ­
vival today.

Unity of Conditions. All hindrances 
for revival m ust be removed. A spirit 
of prayerlessness, unbelief, o r a lack of 
love for souls will ham per the work of 
revival u n til the Spirit cannot operate. 
Strife o r division am ong the  people, or 
an unforgiving spirit, will p u t a dam per 
on a revival effort. W orldly living and 
a lack of concern for the  things of Cod 
will not b ring  abou t a revival. On the 
o th er hand, when everyone removes the 
hindrances th a t may be in  his own way 
and hum bly unites in  a desire to bring 
abou t the  righ t conditions for a revival, 
the Holy Spirit can effectively operate 
in ou r midst.

Unity of Spirit.  W here there  are unity  
of purpose, faith , prayer, and conditions

for a revival meeting, this will bring 
about a oneness of sp irit. Each one will 
be in his own place recognizing that he 
is one of G od’s instrum ents for a revival. 
T h ere  is a sp irit of expectancy in every 
service, and a united  co-operation with 
God.

Unity of Effort. T h e  coming of re ­
vival is not altogether a passive a ttitude, 
for there is a recognition on the  part of 
all th a t if sinners are to be saved they 
m ust hear the gospel, and if they are 
to hear the gospel they m ust be brought 
to the services. Realizing this, there is 
u n ited  effort in calling and invitation, 
long before the evangelistic cam paign 
is to begin, so th a t when the evangelist 
((imes. the heart soil of many has been 
p repared  until it is easy and n a tu ra l for 
them  to a ttend  the services and be re ­
sponsive to the evangelist’s message.

We tan  have revival today if we will 
pay the price, working as if all de­
pended upon us and then trusting  God 
as if it all depended upon Him.
