NNC's first teach-in was held

Monday, May 11 infront of the
Administration Building. Organ-
ized and moderated by Dave Ellis,
a junior from Kent, Washington,
the gathering of about one-hundred
heard Professor James Weatherby
and James Jackson as the principle
speakers.

Mr. Jackson opened the dis-
cussion with a review of President
Nixon's April 30 Cambodian an-
He listed six rea-
sons for American involvement,
asstatedby Mr. Nixon: 1) to re-
duce casualties; 2) to accomplish
total withdrawal sooner; 3) to as-
sure the world that the U.S. is
faithful to its promises; 4) to de-
fend the integrity of the U.S.; 5)
to support our troops; and 6) to as-
sure success of Vietnamization.

According to Jackson, a his-
tory professor, the Cambodian in-

vasion was onlyone of several al-

nouncement.

four reasons why he feels this course -

of action will be inadequate.

First, past experience has
failed to prove the value of search
and destroy missions.

Second, there is no assurance
this strategy will succeed, pri~-
marily because the base camps
are transitory.

Third, one sweep will notac-
“complish the intended aim.

Fourth, Jackson questions whe~
ther this move will really strike
to '"the heart of the matter, " as
the President indicated. He sta-
ted that the heart of the problem
isin Hanoi, Peking, and Moscow.

Consequently, the President

~ hascreateda credability gap The

concept that we are not "inva-
ding" Cambodia is difficult to be-
lieve. While we are mobilizing
in another foreign country, we are
also contradictorily asserting
Cambodia's neutrality. In addi-
tion, there is an apparent dis-
agreement as to the timing of troop
withdrawal. Secretary of Defense
Lairdadvocatesa withdrawal dur~
Others
hopefully claim almost imme-
diate withdrawal.

Furthermore, Nixonhas '"boxed
himself in ' with his chauvinistic
and jingoisticrhetoric. To Jack-
son, itishard torecomcile a''world
of peace and freedom" with the
demands torepel the'"humiliation
of our first defeat in our proud
190 year history."

From these confusing state-
ments of Nixon's, Jackson con-

Thisalienationisalsoa result
of the Nixon administration itself.
A president whose express desire
was to 'bring us together" is ap-
parently failing miserably.

As another reason for the in-
creasing rift, Weatherby cited
Vice President Agnew'sverbal at-
tacks upon students.

Realizing that he was no ex-
ception, Weatherby warned the
crowd that we all tend to speak
in generalities. He admitted that
he may have 'sold Nixon short,"
but that the opinions expressed
were simply his own.

Anticipating the question of
solutions, Weatherbyrejected the
violenceroute. Rocksandbombs
will only bring down a "reign of
repression" heretofore unknown,
Thus violence is self-defeating.
Society cannotbuildon the death
of four students.

Ilowever, he said,
many of the present demonstrators
are protesting for the first time.

Dr.Robert /oodward en-
ded the eventwith an urge to join
either Young Republicans or Young
Democrats.

Cambodian action

In a Friday night speech
pruned of its attacks of the press
and college youth, Vice-Presi-
dent Spiro Agnew defended U.S.
action in Cambodia.

In an attempt to penetrate
what he called "the blanket of
emotion' which has settled down
on the nationsince the President's
action, Agnew told the capacity
audience gathered at a dinner
honoring Idaho Governor Don
Samuelson that the purpose of
the U.S. Cambodian offensive
was not to destroy "Communist
personnel, but the enemies’ log-
istical structure, "

Agnew, in one of his few ref-
erences to the press, accused the
media of misinterpreting the
purpose of American action in
Cambodia.

In remarks prefacing his pre-
pared speech, Agnew denied press
reports that he had been "muz-
zled" but noted that he had vol-
untarily abandoned the first two
pages of his prepared text which
contained remarks attacking the
press and college demonstrators
in the interestsof calming a "vol-
atile situation.'" Agnew stated
that although he agreed with the
spirit of the controversial pass-
ages, the rhetoric was not his
own.

In defending President Nixon's
the Vice-President
maintained that U.S. interven-

actions,

tion in Cambodia was necessary
to recover the military and psy-
chological advantage in the war,

"~ to protect allied forces, to in-

sure the continued success of
Vieinamization, and to increase
the changes of shortening the
Viet Nam war and U.S. involve-
ment in it, The Vice-President
noted that U.S. action in Cam=-
bodia should improve the U.S.
troop position, strengthen the
pacification program, and pro-
vide a morale boost for bothU.S.
and South Vietnamese forces.

In reference to the impact of
the United States intervention in
Cambodia on the Paris Peace
Talks, the Vice-President main-
tained that "our actions in Cam-
bodia are not intended to intim-
idate or threaten the Commu-
nists. " He further stated that the
United States will actively con~
tinue to seek peace at the con-
ference table.

In the final analysis, Agnew
claimed that the real signifi-
cance of United States involve-
ment. in Cambodia lay not in its
relation to foreign affairs but in
its internal impact on the United
States.

In order for a student to apply
for his license he must have reached
junior standing, met the approval
of the Religion and Philosophy
Departments, and already havea
local preaching license issued by
hislocal congregation for one year.

Each student must fill out a
three page application which co-
vers the areas of education, reli-
gious experience, church rela-
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The form includes such
extensive questions as! Do you
have a definite call to preach?,
Have you had any spiritual lapses
since your conversion?, Have you
everbeeninvolved in church trou-
blesofanykind?, Are you in good
health? Isyourspouse in sympathy
with yourwork? and Are yoube-
hind on any debt or obligation?
Once the student has been
passedby the Departments of Re-

blems.

ligion and Philosophy he meets

with two different boards mainly
made up of pastors in the district.
The first is the Board of Orders
and Relationships which covers
personal matters such as the stu-
dent's testimony, call and quali-
fications. The applicant then goes
before the Board of Ministerial
Studies which examines his gen-
eral and specific academic pre~
paration through a study of his
transcript and G, P, A,

 The recommendations of the

above boardsare givento the Dis-
trict Assembly which in turn awards
the licenses.

The District Minister's License
mustbe sbtained before a minis-
ter can be ordained. All denom-
inations go through a similar pro-
cess to meet legal requirements
and to screen prospective pastors.

Amazing . . ..

Somehow for a few brief moments on a cold
spring day we seemed one. Amazing how people
so diverse, so intense, could somehow seem so close.
Itwasn't the closeness of agreement, for we didn't
all agree. Nor was it the closeness of common in-
terest, for our interests were numerous. Perhaps it
was the closeness of a common search for under-
standing, for peace, maybe even for love. Love,
that little four letter word seemed strangely out of
place at a teach-in on war and campus violence.

Ends

When the American government begins to sys-
tematically ignore the grievancesof today's students
and active minority groups, then in despair these
people are forced to take their problems to the
streetsinviolence--and these groupsare condemned
for their unruly restlessness and violent means. Vio-
lence, initself, is not to be condoned, but neither
isitssuppression. Rather, the cause of the violence
should be dealt with openly, in a fair and demo-
cratic fashion. Violence by eitherside usually does
no more than destroy any chances of 'bridging the
gap' of disagreement.

Before we close these groups out of our minds
because of the meansby which they try to reach us,
we should take an honest look at the problems in=
volved. Choosing to ignore the problems and sup=
pression these minority groups will only succeed in
postponing the violence. It will in no way correct
the situation.

The average American reads of the government's
condemnationsof these minority groups (for turning
to violence) in the newspapers, and wholeheartedly

echoes these judgements. Sympathy and support
goes toward the government when it calls out the
National Guard torestore law andorder. Why? Be-
cause everyone knows that violence is only destruc-
tive and that there are peaceful means by which
any grievance or dispute can be settled. Inall this
violence something is lost. The minority groups
getso caught up in their struggles that they turn to
violence because no one takes notice of their pro-
blems when they try peaceful means; the government
getsso caughtup in the struggle to suppress the vio-
lent that they become blind to the actual causes,
and, in tum, the very solutions to the problem of
violence; and the average American goes out of his
way to ignore the whole problem until everyone is
compounding the problem instead of alleviating it.

What is lost in the turmoil is the actual mes-
sage that these minority groups have: that America
has weaknesses that need to be strengthened, she
hasfallacies that shouldbe corrected, her shortcom-
ingsand injustices need to be overcome before she
can truly stand strong and great as a nation. D.S.

The Nampa Negro

People, both black and white
often speak of the black experience
here in America. Whitesrap about
how they think the black exper~
ienceis, and blacks rap about the
real thing--the perennial feeling
of being made to feel different
about themselves just because pale
and pink skin is a different tone
than tan, brown, znd black skin.
Yes, theblack experience issome-
thing unusual, and probably the
only way a non-black can really
understand it or feel it is to paint
the pink and pale body tanner than
a sun bath, and maybe kink and
bush the hair.

Now to experience the black
experience. It doesn't matter
what state youare in or money you
have, or educationyou have, just
step into the non-black world and
rightoff the bat youwillbe exper-
imenting the black experience in
America. v

True, some of the experiences
are not as harsh physically and
psychologically as some others,
but.from a humane and sociolog-
ical point of view, they all are
detrimental to a human being,.
The worst psychological case that
IThave ever witnessed is the Nampa.

Negro..

Aperson growing up in Nampa . are-abundant. African clothes,

with African ancestry can, by the
law of averages, become only a
Negro and not a black. Defini-
tions of the termsblack and Negro
are found in the dictionary, but
self - determination of the Black
Power move’fnept has asserted its
meanings of the two terms. It as-
serts that a Negro is a person be-
lieved to have African ancestry
who seeks assimilation, and hence
conforms, to the oppressor. A
blackperson is one who identifies
with the black race and is reluc-
tant to liquidate that category as
a spurious prerequisite~--he feels--
to black liberation. This should
give a sound reason why 'yester-
day Negroes" today are asserting

that theyare black or Afro-Amer-
ican and not Negro. Black is not
just a color, but an attitude, a
state of mind.

Now, back to growing up and
becoming a Negro in Nampa. All
of the necessary ingredients and
incentives thata dark skinned child
needs to tell him that he is worth
something or just as good as the
rest of the blue-eyed, soft haired,
fun makers are not found in the
Nampa community nor in its school
system. Normally a child with
this type of experience is at the
bottom of everything, especially
in education socialization, and
race identification.

This person becomes like this
because he sees nothing like him-
self, while others may make him
feel that he is different than the
majority and worthless. By grow-
ing up in Nampa this child is cut
off from the Black Power move-
ment—the world of blackness. The
world of blackness is hearing and
loving soul music, and that means
you try to imitate the gyration of
James Brown, the riffing of the
Temptations, the sexiness of the
Supremes and the burdens of B.B.
King the king of the blues. Black
owned periodicalsand newspapers
that cover the lives of black people

Afro hair styles,. black disc jock-
eys, the ghettcese brogue, African
studies, black theology, black

males forblack females etc. , are

all in thisblack world. Both econ-
omical and political powers which
were usurped by the power struc-
ture, are slowly moving back into
the black community.

The Nampa person with Afri-
can ancestry is minus this world
of blackness and thus he has no
identification with the black world
norwith the white world but with
the Negro world--shyness, self-
hatred, self-pity, ashamed of his
funky soul, hisnegritued, his soul
food, and hence he is doomed for
the bottom of society.

The whole point of this form
of government is to voice the real
issuesand concerns of the student
body. This concept appealed to
enough students that the change
was enacted almost unanimously.

Last week nine students were
elected as the firstsenators. Their
role is somewhat different from
that of past members of student

they have an avowed interest in
student government, itself. Whe-
ther or not any one of them be-
comes a dorm president, for in-
stance, is entirely a separate
matter.

But more importantly, they
were elected on the basis of their
views of present issues and their
hopes for future efforts.

Student government is not
merely functional. Its purpose
does not revolve around Wednes-

_ day night meetings. Itisa chal-

lenging, fascinating, imaginative
endeavor. Hopefully, the Senate-
elect will collectively catch this
enthusiaism and maintain it through-
out their term of office.

Let both the senators and us,
their constltuents, remember next
yeé¥ that the decisions of student
government are intended to be
long-range, not near-sighted.
