Anthrax virus threatens Senate, ABC News

The nation’s anthrax scare 
widened Monday, Oct. 15, as 
a new infection was reported 
in New York City and a letter 
containing the deadly substance 
was opened on Capitol Hill. 
President Bush said there may 
be a link to Osama bin Laden 
or his terrorist allies.

In a news conference, David 
Westin, President o f ABC 
News, announced that a seven- 
month-old boy who had been 
at the network’s offices on 
West 66th Street in Manhattan 
late last month was later found 
to be infected with cutaneous 
anthrax. Westin said the boy, 
the son of an ABC News pro­
ducer, had been hospitalized 
and was responding well to 
treatment.

Westin said he assumed that the 
boy had been infected at the 
network’s office. Last week, of­
ficials announced that an em­
ployee at NBC News was also 
treated for the disease, which was 
traced to a letter sent to that net­
work. It has been reported that 
one attack was aimed at anchor­
man Tom Brokaw.

Earlier this week, officials an­
nounced that aides to Senator 
Tom Daschle, Democrat of South 
Dakota and the Senate majority 
leader, had opened a letter in his 
office that preliminary tests indi­
cated was laced with anthrax. The 
letter was postmarked from Tren­
ton, the same city from which the 
letter containing anthrax was sent 
to NBC.

The incidents appear to be part 
of a wave of threats nationwide. 
Suddenly, for many Americans, 
the fear of being exposed to the

seemed remote a 
few weeks ago, 
overshadowed the 
con tinu ing  w ar 
against terrorists in 
Afghanistan.

As a result of the 
incidents, the poUce 
q u a r a n t i n e d  
Daschle’s office, 
shu t dow n the 
Capitol’s mail de­
livery system and 
suspended all pub­
lic tours. The letter 
was sent to an Army laboratory 
in Fort Detrick, MD for analy­
sis, and 50 people, most of them 
aides to the senator, were pre­
scribed an antibiotic.

President Bush said that 
there could be a link to bin 
Laden, “It’s clear that bin Laden 
is an evil man. He and his 
spokesmen are openly bragging 
about how they hope to inflict 
more pain on our coimtry.”

Public health officials urged 
people to remain calm and to 
take common sense health 
precautions.

The letter to Daschle came 
just two days after the Sen­
ate Sergeant at Arms had 
alerted all Senate offices that 
the authorities were taking 
extraordinary precautions 
with the mail.

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Men’s Cross-Country team Wins NNU’s first 
NCAA Division II regional championship

The men’s cross country 
team once again made North­
west Nazarene University his­
tory this weekend. On Satur­
day, October 13, the team won 
NNU’s first NCAA division II 
championship.

Competing not only against 
other teams but against a hilly 
course and Alaskan weather, 
the team pulled together and 
blew away the competition.

Although the cross country 
team will still be competing at 
NAIA nationals for one last 
year, they were required to run 
at the NCAA Division II Great 
Northwest Athletic region meet 
as part of the transition process 
between divisions.

The race was held in An­
chorage, Alaska. This location 
alone presented a unique set of 
challenges. The team found 
this out during their very first 
step onto the Alaskan race 
course. During the warm up 
at the race site in Kincaide

park, the athletes had to slow 
to a walk and edge quietly 
around m oose that were 
standing in the trail. There was 
also the added challenge of 
running in temperatures that 
were much colder than what 
has been experienced in 
Nampa so far this fall' The 
morning of the race was one 
of the coldest there had been 
yet and there was a sharp wind 
to make it even worse.

Despite and maybe even 
because of all the challenges, 
there were many amazing ac­
complishments during the 
weekend.

Northwest Nazarene’s very 
own Francis Kimeli (formerly 
of Kenya) won the men’s race 
setting a new course record 
with his time of 26:12. He 
broke the old record by three 
seconds. The long standing 
record had been set by a 
former Olympian.

Because of his outstanding 
performance, Francis was 
awarded the “Most Valuable 
Player” award for the region

as well as the “Most Out­
standing Newcomef ’ award.
Following Kimeli to the fin­

ish line with three m ore 
outanding performances were; 
A aron M atth ias , Juraj 
Trubiroha and Zack Dwello. 
All three of these outstanding 
runners received All-Confer­
ence honors for placing in the 
top ten.

This point o f recognition 
and honor was not reached 
without hours o f intensive 
practice put forth by all 
seven o f  these dedicated 
athletes.

Matthias placed third with a 
time of 26:31, Trubiroha was 
only a few seconds behind run­
ning 26:46 and Dwello fol­
lowed with a 26:54.

The NNU harriers ran an 
almost perfect race. All seven 
runners on the team finished in 
the top 16. Because of this, 
NNU won the team title with 
32 points, followed by West­

ern Washington with 76 points.
This point of recognition and 

honor was not reached with­
out hours of intensive practice 
put forth by all seven of these 
dedicated athletes. Each of 
these runners has given up 
many things for his team and 
his sport. This sacraficial atti­
tude has also been seen by 
Coach Dalzell all the way 
through the season. Dalzell 
has invested hours of his time 
and personal funds into this 
program. It all paid off for him 
as well this weekend. Dalzell 
recieved the Great Northwest 
Conference “coach of the 
yeaf’award. And in the teams 
opinion no one could deserve 
it more.

The women’s team was not 
as outstandingly successful as 
the men but they ran a solid 
race. They placed seventh in 
the team standings.

The team is still struggling 
with injuries and sickness but 
hopes to bring back two of its 
key runners for next week’s 
race. Kristi Lund and Rachelle

Conrath will hopefully be run­
ning at the NAIA regional con­
ference preview  meet next 
weekend.

This weekend NNU’s top fe­
m ale, A nn-M arie W iggins 
missed all-conference honors by 
two places, finishing twelfth with 
a time o f24:46. Erica Madison 
and Kristin Lane were the sec­
ond and third runners for the 
team, both running solid races.

The women’s team still has a 
good chance of qualifying for 
nationals. They have put a lot of 
hard work into this season and 
no matter what the outcome 
there have been many personal 
goals met.

Students venture out to the hills o f Idaho

Many readers may be surprised to dis­
cover that Idaho is home to som e o f  the 
most breath-taking scenery that one can 
find anywhere. On'Columbus Day week­
end we (Willis Cook, Steve Gundersen, 
and Scott Carver) packed our bags, 
jum ped in the car, and drove toward 
Riggins, Idaho. Our destination: The 
Seven D evils Mountain Range.

This mountain range boasts some o f  the 
most diverse terrain in all o f Idaho. The 
impressive range sits high between the 
Salmon River Canyon to the east o f  the 
peaks and Hells Canyon to the west.

The highest peak (He Devil) sits at a 
shocking 9,393 feet above sea level! From 
there. Hells Canyon drops a staggering 
8,043 feet from the top o f the peak down 
to the raging Snake River which winds far 
below the edge o f the range’s west rim. 
We drov.& 17 windy, 
m iles to where our trail began. We threw 
on our packs, laced up our hiking boots 
(tennis shoes), and set out on the 7.5 mile 
hike into the pristine Seven Devils Moun­
tains.

There will be a sign m arking the Seven  
Devils cam pground. It is a quick 17 m ile drive to the trailhead where one can begin hiking. -T h e  Seven Devils/H ells Canyon  
area is about 150 m iles north o f Boise, or about a 3-hour drive.

-Zims Hot Springs is located 4 miles north o f  New Meadows. It is open year-round, has a swimming pool, and a mini-pool 
hot tub.

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FBI issues warnings of possible attacks

The FBI issued a warning last 
Thursday, Oct. 11 of the possi­
bility of new terror attacks in the 
United States or abroad.

The stark and urgent alert of­
fered no details about the grav­
ity or nature of the threat and 
failed to indicate how or where 
an attack might occur.
“Certain information, while not 

specific as to target, gives the 
government reason to believe 
that there may be additional ter­
rorist attacks within the United 
States and against US interests 
overseas over the next several 
days,” the FBI said.

Senior counterintelligence of­
ficials have told the White 
House and Congress in classi­
fied briefings that Osama bin 
Laden’s terror network, A1 
Qaeda, presents a continuing 
threat fully capable of renewing 
attacks in the US or overseas.

In the public statement Thurs­
day, Oct. 11 the law enforce­
ment agency said, “The FBI has 
again alerted all local law en­
forcement to be on the highest 
alert, and we call on all people 
to immediately notify the FBI 
and local law enforcement of any 
unusual or suspicious activity.”
The statement provided no ad­

ditional information. Yet a senior 
government official said that the 
decision to issue the warning was 
made after the CIA received in­
formation on Wednesday, Oct. 
10 about a planned attack.
The information came from a 

foreign source that the agency 
had determined to be credible 
based on past experience. The 
information has not been con­
firmed by other sources and did 
not include any specifics about 
what would happen or where. 
The official added that in the cur­
rent environment, no qne in the 
government was prepared to do

anything but take it 
seriously.

The FBI and the 
Justice Department 
have repeatedly  
warned of new ter­
rorist attacks, since 
the Sept. 11 attack 
on the World Trade 
Center and Penta­
gon. Attorney Gen­
eral John Ashcroft 
said that another at­
tack was likely. This 
most recent state­
ment was the first in 
which either agency 
had issued a warning 
of a possible attack 
within a specified period of 
time— in this case, several days.

On Tuesday, Oct. 9 a top aide 
to bin Laden, Sleiman Abou- 
Gheith, threatened more violence 
against Americans in a video­
tape delivered to a Qatar-based 
television network.
Thursday night. President Bush 

said at a news conference that 
the alert was justified and based 
on a general threat to the coun­
try.

“I have urged our fellow 
Americans to go about their 
lives, to fly on airplanes, to travel, 
to go to work,” Bush said. “But 
I also want to encourage them 
by telling them  their 
government’s on full alert. And 
that alert put out today from the 
Justice Department was such an 
action.”

Senior law enforcement offi­
cials said the heightened threat 
assessment, given to the White 
House and Congress in recent 
days was based on intelligence 
gleaned from electronic eaves­
dropping, as well as evidence 
accumulated over the past week 
by the FBI, CIA and foreign se­
curity agencies.

The infoimation includes evi­
dence of additional A1 Qaeda 
cells in the United States and

overseas which were unknown 
before the Sept. 11 attacks. The 
officials said they believed that 
the hundreds of arrests of A1 
Qaeda followers in the United 
States and abroad would disrupt 
some of the plans for other at­
tacks but also brought up con­
cerns that more A1 Qaeda cells 
might continue to operate unde­
tected.

Documents made public in 
Alexandria, VA. revealed that on 
Wednesday, a federal grandjury 
i‘ ‘I have urged our feUow Ameri­
cans to go about their lives, to 
fly on airplanes, to travel, to go 
to work,”ndicted a 32-year-old 
Saudi, Khalid al-Draibi, who 
was arrested on Sept. 11 near 
Dulles International Airport in 
Washington. The authorities said 
al-Draibi had been driving a car 
with a flat tire and carrying flight 
manuals and several drivers’ li­
censes. He was charged with 
lying in his visa application and 
with claiming to be an American 
citizen to the FBI

Federal investigators have 
been unsettled by the discovery 
that other people identified as 
Islamic militants took flight­
training courses in the United 
States and investigated crop­
dusting aircraft for purposes that

remain unclear.
American law en­

forcement officials 
said the existence of 
A1 Qaeda groups 
overseas suggested 
not only a threat 
abroad but also a 
threat in the United 
States. This is be­
cause of the investi­
gators’ determina­
tion that the 
h ijackings were 
largely planned in 
Germany and other 
European countries.

The investigation 
conducted around 

the world since Sept. 11 has re­
sulted in a fundamentally altered 
conception among senior officials 
of what A1 Qaeda is, how it op­
erates and who guides its follow­
ers to commit terrorist acts. The 
group was once thought of as a 
dangerous, but largely undisci­
plined, band of aggrieved Is­
lamic militants whose links to 
Osama bin Laden were mainly 
spiritual. But senior counter-ter­
rorism officials said their investi­
gation had produced a starkly 
different picture.

One senior investigator said 
that the evidence assembled 
since Sept. 11 suggested that A1 
Qaeda had some characteristics 
comparable to a drug cartel or 
mafia family.

Like members of crime orga­
nizations, A1 Qaeda operatives 
rely on a secretive central hier­
archy for money, manpower and 
managerial expertise.

In the case of the Sept. 11 at­
tacks, investigators have uncov­
ered evidence of a core group 
by reconstructing the move­
ments of each of the 19 hijack­
ers, concentrating on a few like 
Mohamed Atta, a central figure 
in the plot.

“We keep getting a better pic­
ture of where the money is com­

ing from and a better picture of 
who’s in charge,” one senior of­
ficial said. “We keep trying to tie 
people back to ones we don’t 
know, but we haven’t been able 
to take it all the way back yet.” 

Witnesses and documents 
have placed Atta in Germany, 
Spain and the Czech Republic 
and possibly in Afghanistan, dur­
ing the planning phase for the 
attacks, where he had meetings 
with A1 Qaeda lieutenants who 
appeared to have supplied him 
with financial and logistical sup­
port, advice on false identity 
documents and personnel.

One senior law enforcement 
official said the government had 
not known much about A1 
Qaeda until after the East Africa 
Embassy bombings in 1998. 
Though it began to accelerate in 
Oct. 2000, their knowledge 
grew with painstaking slowness 
over the years after the attack 
on the Navy destroyer Cole.

Since the Sept. 11 attacks, of­
ficials said, more than 500 Arab 
immigrants had been arrested or 
detained, most on immigration 
charges that could result in their 
deportation but not in criminal 
charges.

Al-Draibi, the indicted Saudi 
man, is accused of having made 
false statements to obtain an 
American visa last January from 
the United States Embassy in 
Riyadh, Saudi Arabia.

According to the indictment, 
al-Draibi lied when he claimed 
in his visa application that he was 
coming to the United States for 
one month to visit his brother.

AJ-Draibi’s lawyer, Diewry B. 
Hutcheson Jr., acknowledged in 
an interview that al-Draibi had 
no brother in the United States.

Hutcheson said that al-Draibi 
had consistently insisted that he 
had no connection with the Sept. 
11 attacks and knew none of the 
19 hijackers.

Local man asks Nampa Public Library to pull books

Upon walking into a public li­
brary, it is generally expected 
that there should be a book or 
reference on the topic being 
searched for. Some of these 
subjects are inappropriate for 
young children, and Allen 
Marsh is trying to rid the Nampa 
library of questionable material.

Currently, in the Nampa Pub­
lic Library, there is some mate­
rial that could be inappropriate 
for children. However, it is not 
available for them to check out 
without permission. Library 
cards are issued to minors only 
with parental consent, and par­

ents are allowed access to in­
formation such as what their 
children have been checking 
out, be it books, periodicals or 
movies.

The majority of the materials 
that Marsh is requesting be 
made inaccessible to patrons 
through the library is sexually 
explicit. “There are materials 
on sex which have no business 
in a public library,” Marsh 
stated at a library council meet­
ing last week. To accompany 
his complaint, he had a petition 
with nearly 400 signatures sup­
porting his opinion.

The Library has agreed to 
respond in writing to these com­
plaints and also to consider the

merits of a more conservative 
library association in accor­
dance with a request made by 
N am pa C ity C ouncilm an 
Steven Kren.

Laurene Stanford, outgoing 
chairwoman of the Library 
Board said of the situation, “I’m 
tired of being called a defender 
of pornography...! think we 
work very hard to be respon­
sible.” Stanford also pointed 
out that the library does not al­
low minors to obtain a library 
card without the consent of a 
parent or guardian.

In addition to the precautions 
taken to keep explicit material 
out of the hands of minors, the 
amount of material being com­

plained about is very small in 
proportion to the Library’s en­
tire collection of material.

After presenting their com­
plaints to the Nampa City 
Council, it was decided that any 
changes in the Library’s policy 
would be decided by the Li­
brary Board.

The concern expressed by 
the Library Board on Thursday, 
Oct. 9 was that if they re­
sponded to this special interest 
group by removing books from 
the shelves, then they would be 
expected to respond in like 
manner to other complaints 
from different special interest 
groups.

The Board is going to con­

sider Marsh’s request that they 
look into joining an organization 
called Family Friendly Librar­
ies, which is a conservative li­
brary organization catering to 
the needs of a family friendly 
public service as opposed to 
keeping their affiliation with the 
American Library Association, 
which offers a comprehensive 
package of services to mem­
bers.

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US, British forces launch 
additional airstrikes

President Bush meets with advisors to talk 
about recent developments in the campaign 
against terrorism.

The United States and 
Britain continued air 
strikes on S a tu rd ay  
against Taliban military 
targets near two major 
Afghan cities. An addi­
tional Navy aircraft car­
rier, the T h eo d o re  
R o o sev e lt, p a sse d  
through the Suez Canal 
and steamed toward the 
Arabian Sea.

After a brief easing of its 
bombardment on Friday due 
to the M uslim  holy day, 
A m erican  a tta ck  p lan es  
struck the airports in Kabul, 
the Afghan capital and in the 
southern city of Kandahar, the 
Taliban stronghold before 
dawn on Saturday, Oct. 13.

British submarines fired 
Tomahawk cruise missiles in 
the first British attacks since 
the opening salvos last Sun­
day.

Navy officials said when 
the Roosevelt and its air wing 
of more than 40 F-14 andF- 
18 fighter-bombers arrive, 
they will have the largest 
massing of naval air power 
since the Persian Gulf 
War when six carriers 
attacked Iraq from the 
gulf and Red Sea.

A senior Navy offi­
cial said the Roosevelt 
would relieve another 
carrier, the Enterprise, after 
a few days, underscoring the 
military’s recognition that the 
war on terrorism  is a m ara­
thon, not a sprint, and that the 
Pentagon is already working 
to rotate its forces.

For years, the Navy has 
held its six-month deploy­
ments as an almost inviolate 
rule, except in wartime, to 
retain crews and ease the 
burden on Navy families at 
home.
The Enterprise had finished 

its tour in the gulf and was 
bound for its homeport in 
Norfolk, VA., when the Pen­
tagon ordered it to stay put 
after the attacks in the United 
States on Sept. 11.

“This is meant to be a glo­
bal campaign over time, so 
we have to use our resources 
wisely,” said one Navy admi­
ral.

With the Taliban air de­
fenses largely destroyed, F- 
14 and F-18 fighter bombers 
based on two carriers, the 
E n te rp r ise  and  the  C arl 
Vinson, are now operating 
round-the-clock patrols over 
Afghanistan, said a senior 
Navy official, ready to pum­
mel any “targets of opportu­
nity” that show up on the 
battlefield.

These targets, detected by 
American intelligence work­
ing closely with the Taliban’s

Afghan foes on the ground, 
could include military con­
voys, aircraft or other forces 
associated with Bin Laden’s 
A1 Qaeda network.

One of the other carriers in 
the Arabian Sea, the Kitty 
Hawk, left behind most of its 
air wing to make room for he­
licopters that could be used 
for commando raids into Af­
ghanistan.

“We can and will be oper­
ating at any point around the 
clock,” Rear Admiral Craig 
Quigley, a Pentagon spokes­
man, said.

Even as the air campaign 
revved up again, Tajikistan 
sent reinforcem ents to its 
borders with Taliban-con­

tro lled  areas o f A f­
g h an is tan . R u ssian  
fo rces  s ta tio n ed  in 
Tajikistan, the former 
Central Asian Soviet 
re p u b lic , re p o r te d  
fighting on the Afghan 
side o f the frontier. 
T h is  la s t w eek , 
T a jik is tan  gave the 
United States permis­
sion to use its air space 
and bases for military 
operations. 

Afghanistan’s oppo­
sition alliance claimed fresh 
v ic to rie s  on the  g round  
against Taliban forces. A 
commander of the Northern 
A lliance, the ragtag rebel 
group that controls 5 to 10 
percent of the country, said 
that three villages in a north­
ern province had been seized 
by the alliance.

That claim could not be in­
dependently confirmed, but 
senior Defense Department 
officials attached credibility to 
reports on Friday that anti- 
Taliban forces had seized 
Chaghcharan, an important 
provincial capital in the north- 
central part of the country. 

There were conflicting re­
ports of whether the re­
newed fighting on the 
g round  was c o o rd i­
nated with the American 
air strikes. “Pakistan 
has asked the United 
States not to bomb the 

front line,” said a Northern 
A llia n c e  c o m m an d er at 
Bagram, 20 miles north of 
Kabul. “It does not want the 
Northern Alliance to go to 
Kabul.”

Other Northern Alliance 
officials, however, have said 
anti-Taliban forces would de­
lay an offensive against Kabul 
until American air strikes 
softened up Taliban forces.

Defense Secretary Donald 
H. Rum sfeld said that the 
armed opposition in Afghani­
stan should move against the 
Taliban in areas where the 
United States has bombed— 
in the north, for example, 
near Mazar-i-Sharif, but not 
against front line Taliban 
troops north of Kabul.

“We feel we have done a 
certain amount with respect 
to  th ose  T aliban  and A1 
Qaeda military targets and it 
may very well be more ap­
propriate for ground forces to 
be moving in areas where we 
previously have been bomb­
ing,” said Rumsfeld in Wash­
ington.

Anthrax found in 
Senate leader’s maU

A letter opened Monday in the office of Senate Majority 
Leader Tom Daschle tested positive for anthrax, prompting a 
criminal investigation into a bioterrorism scare that has now 
spread to Capitol Hill.

Capitol Police Lt. Dan Nichols said the letter, which was 
opened by Daschle aides, contained a powdery substance. 
He said two preliminary field tests on the letter were positive 
for anthrax. The letter was then sent to an Army medical 
research facility at Fort Detrick, Md., for further tests.

“There was an exposure when the letter was opened,” 
Nichols said.

People who were exposed were being treated with Cipro, 
an antibiotic, said a Capitol physician. There was no immedi­
ate indication whether any of those exposed had anthrax 
spores in their bodies.
Daschle said his office in the Hart building a block from the 

Capitol had been quarantined and closed. Emergency medi­
cal vehicles were parked outside the building.

He said there were 40 people in his office at the time, but 
that he doesn’t know how many of them may have come in 
contact with the letter. He said he also was gratified that the 
response was so quick.

Bush denies Taliban 
request for negotiations

President Bush forcefully rejected another offer from the Taliban 
today to begin talks about the surrender of Osama bin Laden if 
the United States stopped bombing Afghanistan.

“When I said no negotiations, I meant no negotiations,” Bush 
told reporters upon landing on the South Lawn of the White 
House after returning from a weekend of intensive national secu­
rity briefings at Camp David.

Bush spoke as American aircraft continued to bomb Kabul 
and other cities in Afghanistan and while Islamic militants op­
posed to the campaign clashed with the police while trying to 
storm an air base in Pakistan.

“All they’ve got to do is turn him over, and his colleagues, and 
the thugs he hides,” Bush said He added; “And not only turn him 
over, turn the A1 Qaeda organization over, destroy all the terrorist 
camps— actually, we’re doing a pretty good job of that right 
now— and release the hostages they hold That’s all they ’ ve got 
to do. But there is no negotiation, period”

Indian army shells 
Pakistanian positions

The Indian army fired mortar shells and rockets at Paki­
stani positions across the cease-fire line in Kashmir on Mon­
day and said it had caused “widespread damage and de­
struction.” India said the attacks were launched to punish 
Pakistan for aiding Islamic militants in the disputed province. 

It was the heaviest fighting in 10 months along the volatile 
border. India’s Defense Ministry said 12 guerrillas were killed 
in the fighting, while an army statement said 11 had died. 
Pakistan, in turn, said that Indian shelling had killed a woman 
and injured 25 other civilians. Claims by the two sides could 
not immediately be reconciled.

The clashes took place while U.S. Secretary of State Colin 
Powell was in Pakistan. He was scheduled to be in India 
Tuesday during his mission to the subcontinent, aimed in part 
at easing tensions between the two nuclear-armed South 
Asian neighbors. They have fought two wars over the di­
vided Himalayan province in the past 50 years.

In a country far away, a small 
village lies in ruins. This village 
is Karam, located in the hills 
of eastern Afghanistan. Ameri­
can planes bombed Karam on 
V^ednesday, Oct. 10.

Why the attack was made 
might never be known, though 
villagers say that once there was 
a training camp for Islamic 
guerrillas located nearby. It 
was also confirmed that this 
base has been closed for sev­
eral years.

For whatever reasons the vil- 
lage was bom bed, it has 
brought out several different 
views and passions from the vil- 
lagers. They reported that 53 
people had died with only 22 
bodies having been recovered. 
They also commented that the 
radical Islamic Taliban govern­
ment seemed to be inflating the 
death toll. One paper reported 
nearly 100 people dead while 
the Afghan Islam ic Press  
quoted on official as saying the 
death toll was 160 and was ex­
pected to exceed 200.

Finally, many papers placed

the death toll at anywhere 
from 200 to 500, referring 
to  all the dead  as 
“martyred.” None of the 
reports could be con­
firm ed, how ever, and 
sources for most stories 
printed in the Afghanistan 
papers at this time are not 
reliable or remain un­
named.

Many Afghanistan na^ 
tives are now crying out for 
Vengeance against what 
America has done to in­
nocent people of the nation. 
People in Karam said they had 
felt in no particular danger of 
an American attack. “We were 
eating our late meal when the 
planes came, dropping their 
bombs,” said Shah Mehmood, 
a farmer. “I was knocked out 
completely, and I still have 
shrapnel in my neck. My 8- 
year-old son, Najib, he was 
knocked out, too, but I think 
he will be okay now.”

Still, others try to make sense 
of where the evil is coming 
from. Maulvi Abdullah Haijazi, 
an elder from a nearby village, 
had come to assist the village 
after the bombings. “These

people d o n ’t support the 
Taliban,” he said. “They always 
say the Taliban are doing this 
or that and they don’t like it. 
But now they will all fight the 
Americans. We pray to Allah 
that we have American sol­
diers to kill. These bombs from 
the sky we cannot fight.” 

Rage against Americans 
heightens, and the public is lead 
on in their rage by several anti- 
American protesters who have 
published in newspapers offers 
for American soldiers.

One such announcment was 
from  A1 Q aeda o fferin g  
$50,000 for the capture of an 
American soldier and $3,000

for the uniform of a dead 
one. People are outraged 
everywhere by the loss 
of innocent blood in the 
fight to end terrorism. 
Many cry out for Presi­
dent Bush to “die.”

All are confused by 
those in power who twist 
what they read in the 
news and see on televi­
sion. No one knows 
what to do and who to 
turn to. America’s true 
fight is twisted in the pub­

lics mind to seem as though it 
is selfish gain and they are bent 
on slaughter. One such news­
paper, an Urdu paper called 
the Jang, ran a front-page car­
toon portraying Uncle Sam as 
a munitions dealer boasting that 
his latest products were being 
field-tested in Afghanistan.

Americans have voiced their 
sadness over the loss of inno­
cent lives and try to speak to 
Afghanistan showing them that 
it is not the shedding of inno­
cent blood that they were af­
ter. “There is no question but 
that when one is engaged mili­
tarily that there are going to be 
unintended loss of life,” Mr.

Rumsfeld said on a day when 
the bombardment had slowed. 
“And there’s no question but 
that I and anyone involved re­
grets the unintended loss of 
life.”

In times of confusion when it 
seems that there is no answer 
and the human mind is twisted 
by every manipulative source 
we so dearly relied on in the 
past, there must be something 
to turn to, and the only thing 
that remained sure is tmth.

It costs dearly to hold onto, 
and it costs more to find. 
Once found however, it will set 
free those long enslaved by 
confusion and hatred. What 
can be fought against that is not 
first understood?

A protester on the streets in 
Afghanistan, this one with an 
unkempt beard and a raging 
tone in his voice, declared that 
the Muslims of the world had 
decided to wage jihad against 
the Americans.

Yet another man intervened. 
“We will have our vengeance,” 
he said as he unfolded a news­
paper and pointed to the news 
about the village of Karam.

Government warns Americans of plausible threats

On Friday, Oct. 12 the gov­
ernment received plausible 
threats of impending attacks by 
terrorists against Americans 
overseas or within the US, point­
ing perhaps toward as early a 
date as Sunday, the 14, reported 
senior officials of the government 
However, the most believable of 
the intelligence reports stayed 
generic, as did the report that 
caused the FBI to give a warn­
ing notifying of the possibility of 
attacks “over the next several 
days.”

This assessment that possibly 
pointed toward an “attack by 
Sunday” is from the new data 
given by overseas and Ameri­
can law enforcement, including 
intelligence agencies, and an en­
lightened observance at the in­
telligence that precipitated the 
alert on Thursday. The newest 
assessm ent increased 
Thursday’s alert but did not stand 
for another threat, said officials.

One official commented that 
the data was baffling because of 
its incompleteness. “It’s an ac­
cumulation of tidbits. It’s noth­
ing that tips the reading on the 
dial up or down, and it’s still 
nothing specific,” he said.

Meanwhile, it was stated by 
officials that they had not found 
evidence of a link joining the un­
failing terror threats and the

cases recently of exposure to 
anthrax in Florida and New 
York - or in between the cases 
concerning anthrax in Florida and 
New York.

Nevertheless, Dick Cheney, 
the Vice President, announced 
that even though there is no con­
crete evidence of any link join­
ing terrorism with the cases of 
anthrax, the government needs 
to proceed on the basis that it 
could be linked.

Officials for the Bush admin­
istration acted unbothered that 
their remarks chanced 
alarming an already un­
settled public when an 
alert was communicated 
for two days in a row 
that had no information 
concerning the where 
and how of a possible at­
tack.

The warning was an attempt 
to be cautious, as regarded by 
counter-terrorism officials. Of­
ficials were thwarted in their abil­
ity to give details since the re­
ports, encompassing the over­
seas communications which 
were intercepted, yielded no 
more specific signs.

Later on Friday, Bush an­
nounced that all Americans are 
still under terrorist threats but 
gave no more specific informa­
tion. He said, “Our nation is still 
in danger, but the government is 
doing everything in our power 
to protect our citizenry.”

John Ashcroft, the Attorney 
General, declared that Ameri­
cans “must be rnindful that the 
threat of additional terrorist acts 
is real,” also stating that “the alert 
issued yesterday by the FBI 
should promote caution, not in­
cite alarm.”

Ashcroft said, “All possible 
measures are being taken to de­
tect and prevent future attacks, 
to both incapacitate and deter 
would-be terrorists.”

Even so, officials of the gov­
ernment were uneasy and some­

times doubtful of how to rate the 
flow of threatening and wrathful 
letters, e-mails and telephone 
calls that daily reach authorities 
of law enforcement.
At one time on Friday, officials 

of the government reported that 
they had obtained facts pointing 
toward possibly an attack on 
Chicago’s Sears World Tower. 
Threats against California’s 
Disneyland and Florida’s Disney 
World were reported by addi­
tional officials. Sometime after 
that, high-level officials of 
counter-terrorism stated they 
had not heard about any such 
threat.

Also on Friday, staff members 
at Capitol Hill were instmcted on 
new procedures for mail handling 
for security. The Capitol police 
and lawmakers discussed op­
tions to regulate the access of the 
public to the Capitol prior to the 
constmcting of a “planned visi­
tors center.”
Cheney, when interviewed on 

‘The NewsHour,” a PBS pro­
gram, said a man held currently 
in custody was identified by au­
thorities of federal law enforce­
ment as who they are convinced 

was intended to be the 
“20* hijacker on Sept. 
II ,” He said, “We think 
we may have that indi­
vidual in custody, but we 
don’t know for sure.” 

The man was identified 
previously by law en­

forcement officials as Zacarias 
Moussaoui, a Moroccan de­
scendant individual with French 
citizenry.

In August, he was arrested 
because a Minnesota Flight 
School turned suspicious of his 
attempt to master steering a jet 
of large proportions without 
learning either how to land or 
how to take off.

When asked if the A1 Queda 
network has other members re­
siding in the US, Cheney said 
“We’re doing everything we can 
to wrap them up, but I think the 
only saife assumption is that there 
may well be others here.”

The second indictment was an­
nounced by the Justice Depart­
ment of one of over 600 people 
detained or arrested since the 
terrorist attacks on Sept. 11. 
This indictment, made by a 
Phoenix federal grand jury, put 
a man from Arizona under the 
accusation of giving false infor­
mation to the FBI His denial of 
knowing a man suspected of 
smashing into the Pentagon with 
an airliner in the Sept. 11 attack.

This suspect, Faisal Michael 
al- Salmi of Tempe, denied to 
FBI agents any knowledge of 
Hani Hanjour, deemed to be one 
hijacker on the American Air­
lines je t His nationality was with­
held by the department.

“Investigators discovered that 
al-Salmi had known Hanjour and 
had spoken with him on several 
occasions, including at least one 
occasion when they spoke of a 
mutual interest in aviation,” said 
the department.

Salmi received a “second 
count of the indictment” for his 
denial of speaking with Rayed 
M oham m ^ Abdullah, another 
wimess, concerning Abdullah’s 
interview earlier with the FBI.

Upon announcing the indict­
ment, Aschcroft said that it 
“serves as a reminder the De­
partment of Justice win bring the 
full weight of the law upon those 
who attempt to impede or hinder 
this investigation.”

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Intoxicants compel man to go where no man has gone before
I t ’s tim e for “G uys In 

Science,” the feature in which 
we report on the heroic efforts 
o f guys, using  sc ien tific  
knowledge, to explore, and 
exceed, the limits of common 
sense.

We begin w ith  this 
IM PORTANT SA FETY  
ADVISORY: The activities 
described  here  are very 
dangerous. These activities 
were engaged in by expert guys 
with specialized experience in 
such fields as physics and 
accordion repair. Do NOT 
attempt any of these activities 
unless you have a signed 
statement from a medical doctor 
certifying that, in his professional 
opinion, you are a moron who 
deserves to die. Do not even 
READ this column without 
safety goggles.

Our first guy is Simon Hansen 
of Auckland, New Zealand, 
where guys are called “blokes.” 
According to Simon’s Web site 
(http://www.asciimation.co.nz/ 
beer/), brought to my attention 
by many alert guy readers, 
Simon was in his garage, when 
he realized that he had a very 
serious guy problem: His beer

was warm.

Fortunately, I 
studied physics under the 
legendary Mr. Heideman at 
Pleasantville High School. 
Unfortunately, we frittered 
away our time studying such 
topics as the fulcmm, and never 
got to the part about cooling 
beer with a jet engine.

But if  I follow  S im on’s 
explanation, the whole purpose 
of his engine is to suck the fuel 
— liquid petroleum gas— very 
rapidly out of a fuel tank. For 
some reason, possibly involving 
molecules, this rapid sucking 
action— in addition to being a 
good name for a rock band —

causes the fuel tank to get very 
cold. So when Simon wants to 
chiU a can of beer, he simply puts 
it into a tub of water, puts the 
fuel tank into the tub, fires up 
his jet engine, and, voila, he is 
de^. That’s because his engine 
has a noise level of 125 decibels. 
To give you an idea what that 
means: If you were exposed to 
that many decibels, at close 
range and w ithout ear 
protection, you would be sitting 
in my son’s car.

So, yes, it’s noisy. But there’s 
an old saying among scientific 
guys: “You can’t make an 
omelet without breaking eggs, 
ideally by dropping a cement 
tmck on them from a crane.” The 
bottom line is this: When Simon 
ran his jet engine, his beer-can 
temperature decreased from 11 
degrees C to 2 degrees C in 
just five minutes. This is very

impressive, and would be even 
more so if we knew what a “C” 
was.
The important thing is that this 

guy, using science, has found a 
new, innovative and —  above 
all —  loud way to cool beer. 
Perhaps this will inspire other 
guys to come up with an even 
MORE scientific method, such 
as shooting beer cans into outer 
space, or sending them  
backward in time to the Ice Age.

T h a t’s how your m ajor 
scientific discoveries are made, 
and that’s why, in the interest of 
progress, it is so very important, 
when a guy is in his garage, never 
to interrupt him with petty 
requests that he mow the lawn, 
take out the garbage, go to his 
wedding, etc.

For our other example of 
Guys in Science, we go to San 
Francisco, where a guy named 
ICimric Smythe —  who makes 
his living in the field of accordion 
sales and repair —  recently 
attached  several ordinary  
household vacuum cleaners to 
a propane fuel line, then turned 
them on. As you have no doubt 
realized, he had a scientific 
reason for doing this: To see

what happens.
It turns out that what happens 

is very bad for the vacuum 
c lean ers . I have some 
photographs of the experiment 
sent to me by Kimric’s proud 
father. Bill Smythe. Some of the 
vacuum  c leaners  briefly 
transform  into rockets, but 
pretty soon, as Kimric informed 
me in a telephone interview, they 
tend to suffer a major appliance 
m alfunc tion , som etim es 
involving shrapnel.

T h is is an im portan t 
experiment, because it proves, 
scientifically, that it would be a 
big mistake, no matter how 
tempting it may be, for us to try 
to build rockets using vacuum 
cleaners powered by propane. 
Somebody should tell NASA 
immediately. Maybe you could 
do that, OK? I’m going to have 
a cold one.

What if our churches today 
were actually consumed with 
the two greatest commandments 
(loving God and loving the 
neighbors)? What if we didn’t 
do things because that’s the way

we’re supposed to and always 
have, but because the Word of 
God said so and we are so in 
love with Him and His every 
word that we simply obey? The 
Body o f C hrist w ould be 
revolutionized! Not to mention 
the world.

All of a sudden, attending 
church w ould not be so 
comfortable.

After only 
one bank job, their fame spreads 
quickly, gaining them much 
publicity aniTadoring fans. So, 
they begin politely robbing 
banks throughout the west coast 
on their slow move to Mexico.

Their operation is running 
smoothly until they have an 
unexpected run-in with Kate 
(Cate Blanchett), who is drawn 
to the thieves as a way to escape 
her ordinary life.

Serendipity is a romantic 
comedy that has a nearly perfect 
mix o f both rom ance and 
comedy.

The dilemma the film presents 
for both of the main characters 
is over whether they should 
continue with their current lives 
or continue to search for their 
long lost loves.

On a comedic level. Seren­
dipity is one of the best of 2001. 
The highlights surround two of 
the supporting actors: Jeremy 
Piven {Rush H our 2, The 
Fam ily M an), who plays 
C usack’s best friend, and 
Eugene Levy {American Pie 2, 
Best in Show), who plays a 
clerk at the department store 
w here C u sack ’s and 
Beckinsale’s characters first 
met.

Piven and Cusack have a 
wonderful chemistry that fuels 
many comedic scenes. (They 
have been in several movies 
together and are friends in real 
life.) And although Levy only 
appears in a few scenes, they

are hilarious because of his 
unique b rand  of com edy. 
Additionally, Molly Shannon 
(Saturday Night Live) plays 
Beckinsale’s best friend and is 
part of a comedic moment or 
two.

On a rom antic  level. 
Serendipity is also one of the 
best of 2001, mainly because of 
the lack of competition. Perhaps 
B rid g e t J o n e s ’s D iary  or 
Moulin Rouge succeeded at 
having true romantic elements. 
Serendipity can be added to 
this exclusive list.

The trick  to m aking a 
rom antic  m ovie w ork is 
developing the characters 
enough so that the audience 
ac tu a lly  w ishes the main 
characters would fall in love and 
ride off into the sunset, whether 
they actually do at the end or 
not is irrelevant.

While watching Serendipity, 
you do indeed want Cusack’s 
and Beckinsale’s characters to 
have that final moment where 
they find each other and they 
embrace and kiss as snow is 
slowly falling down, and the 
audience sheds a tear while the 
lives presented on the screen 
seem so perfect and joyful. Of 
course, the main reason why I 
felt this way was because 
Beckinsale is amazingly beau­
tiful.

Anyway, Serendipity is not 
perfect, as it is som ewhat 
contrived in its formula and is 
rather predictable. It still 
succeeds in being romantic and 
funny and worth the money you 
spent on it— especially if you 
have a date.
